themselves. It begins in the vineyard, where the grapevines are sustainable dry 
farmed to protect their unique Chiles Valley character. RustRidge Ranch’s cool 

nights, warm days and altitude enhance the grapes’ color, aroma and fruit-

The RustRidge 2007 Estate Chardonnay is a luxurious wine, featuring flavors 

and aromas of pineapple, pear and crème Brule. The wine’s concentrated flavors 
and creamy mouth feel are balanced by vibrant acidity and followed by a long 

and complex finish. Each barrel selected for the Estate Chardonnay is 
fermented on the lees for 14 months, with different yeasts used in each barrel 

to provide additional complexity to the final blend

The Gold Medal winning RustRidge 2005 Reserve Zinfandel is a classic 
expression of the varietal at its finest. The wine features aromas and flavors of 

black raspberry and roasted red Chile, with a touch of cinnamon, earth and 
saddle leather. This is an elegant and complex wine with a concentrated fruit 

core and a smooth dry finish.

The RustRidge 2004 Estate Cabernet Sauvignon is an elegant wine, balancing 
concentration of fruit with well-integrated oak and silky tannins.
